7:30- 8:00 Table Time Activity

Goal: Assist students with transitioning into classroom and begin daily schedule 

8:00-8:30 Centers
Goal: Transition and integrate students into designated areas that are reinforcing to the students 

8:30-9:00 Circle Time
Goal: Build language skills/ sitting and attending skills 

9:00-10:00 Centers 
Goal: Intensive Instruction Time Using Discrete Trial Training 

10:00-10:30 Outside play
Goal: Build social skills, turn taking skills, build language skills 

10:30-11:30 Centers 
Goal: Intensive Instruction Time Using Discrete Trial Training 

11:30-12:30 Lunch
Goal: Build language skills, choice making skills, sitting and attending and basic daily living skills 

12:30-1:00 Story time
Goal: Sitting and attending skills, build language skills 

1:00-1:30 Table time activity
Goal: Sitting and attending skills, following 1-step directions, fine motor skills 

1:30-2:00 End of day circle time
Goal: Assist students with transition out of classroom and review concepts of the day
